(ii) There shall be a Governor for each Province for which a Provincial Council has been
established in accordance with Article 154A. Subject to the preceding provisions of this Article,
the Governor shall hold office for a period of five years from the date he assumes office. Every
person appointed as Governor shall assume office upon taking or subscribing the oath or making or
subscribing the affirmation, set out in the Fourth Schedule, before the President. The Governor
shall exercise his powers under this paragraph in accordance with the advice of the Chief Minister,
so long as the Board of Ministers commands, in the opinion of the Governor, the support of the

majority of the Provincial Council.
